Don’t worry: You can see exactly how it happened in a time-lapse video that takes less than three minutes to watch.

Two minutes and 20 seconds, actually.

During the 28-month project, more than 1 million high-definition images were captured with eight EarthCam robotic construction web-
cams and megapixel panoramic cameras positioned at Daytona International Speedway.

As part of the$400 million Daytona Rising project, five expanded and redesigned entrances were be added. There is now 101,000 
permanent seats. There is also more than 60 luxury suites with track-side views.
